VINTAGE NOTES

WINERY INFORMATION: The Tapiz Winery, located in the San
Pablo I.G. in Mendoza’s Uco Valley, has one of the highest vineyards in
Mendoza at 4,600 feet above sea level. Under the ownership and vision

of Patricia Ortiz, Tapiz is a pioneer in the region and helped develop
San Pablo into one of Argentina’s most renowned IGs. The state-of-the
art winery is located in the heart of the estate vineyards, at the foothills

of the Andes Mountains.

LABEL NOTES: Tapiz is Spanish for “tapestry”; the label and capsule
display the different components combined to create the wine, such as
its high-altitude fruit, the land, the sun, and the workers.

FERMENTATION: The rosé must is obtained from the cold macera-
tion in contact with the Malbec grapes for 24 hours. Alcoholic fermen-
tation with selected yeasts at a low temperature.

COLOR: Bright Pink

TASTING NOTES: Fresh and sweet entry. Aromas and flavors of fresh
red fruits with strawberry, cherry and strawberry. Delicate floral notes
also appear. It is a balanced, pleasant and refreshing wine with good
length and very tasty.
