WINERY INFORMATION: The Tapiz Winery, located in the San
Pablo I.G. in Mendoza’s Uco Valley, has one of the highest vineyards in
Mendoza at 4,600 feet above sea level. Under the ownership and vision

of Patricia Ortiz, Tapiz is a pioneer in the region and helped develop
San Pablo into one of Argentina’s most renowned IGs. The state-of-the

art winery is located in the heart of the estate vineyards, at the foothills
of the Andes Mountains.

notes of fresh red fruits, raspberries, cassis and truffles accompanied by
delicate spicy hints. Its oak aging brings aromas of coffee and chocolate
amalgamated with fruity notes typical of this varietal of San Pablo
Estate. The palate is intense, with sweet and elegant tannins. A long
finish, hard to forget.
